He is recipient of two of three highest honors awarded by the Federation of Astronautics and Cosmonautics of the former USSR.: the Yuri Gagarin Diploma, and the Konstantin Tsiolkovsky Gold Medal.  Final Frontier Magazine selected him as one of the “Magnificent Seven of Space.”
